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1 Reason for Change


It can be expected that thousands of AR applications available for the user when the mobile AR market thrives, but the problem will follow. AR user face so many similar AR Targets (restaurant for example) deployed in different locations, how does the user remember which AR Targets have been visited?  Also, AR user can search and be shown many different AR Targets and related AR contents in  the same location, how does the user try to find the real favorite one to play?

In this CR, the author proposes a new concept for MobAR Enabler, which called AR access history.

The "access history" refers to recording of MobAR user’s behavior with MobAR service. More specifically “access history” is recording of usage of AR service for a specific user, i.e. when (time) and where (location) did the user find and select what kind of AR Target (ID, description...), and whether the user retrieved and displayed the related AR Content (ID, size, visit progress, etc...).  
This CR proposes storage of AR access history in MobAR entities, according to the user preferences (whether to store access history) and also according to service setting related to specific AR Target (store what kind of access history ). 
The access history storage may include location, time, name or description of related AR Target, visit progress information of associated AR Content, etc.
With the introduction of AR access history, the MobAR Enabler can provide AR user the following functional characteristics
· Enable AR user to review his AR service history (e.g. list of AR Targets already visited last week);
· Enhance AR user experience by finding the most wanted ones (specific type or often visited AR Target) among a large number of available AR contents and seamless AR content delivery when user revisits the same AR Target.

User Interaction and metrics
The MobAR Enabler SHOULD support storage of AR contents access histories(e.g. location, time, name or description of related AR Target, visit progress information of associated AR Content, etc) in MobAR entities on the network, according to the user preferences and service setting.
The MobAR client SHOULD support retrieval of AR access histories from MobAR entities on the network, according to the user context and preferences.(e.g. when the user next access the same AR contents,)
5.10 Usability

The MobAR Enabler SHOULD be able to present the AR access histories attached to AR Marker(e.g. as a pop-up, etc) to the user when available.
The MobAR Enabler SHOULD ensure delivery of AR contents according to the available AR access histories(e.g. retrieve specific AR Content according to visit progress information in AR access history, etc).
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
