Change 1:  Add these under various sub sections as mentioned below
5.2 Personalization and Context-aware
The MobAR Enabler SHALL support specify and retrieval of content related metadata such as: content category, content types, context of which the content can be delivered

The MobAR Enabler SHALL be able to:


• filter an incoming channel (e.g. video stream) for contents matching Personalization and Contextualization information according to specified matching criteria, 


• discard contents that are not of match for the user
The MobAR Enabler SHALL be able to support access and use of information from any external system to facilitate the AR content process and delivery(e.g,. access relevant data from Google Street View)
5.3
Content Management and Delivery
The MobAR Enabler SHALL support Push mechanisms for AR content delivery based on the User’s subscription information.
The MobAR Enabler SHALL be able to support a seamless access in order to access and retrieve the AR contents of a specified AR Target in its multi-directions or multi-dimensions.(e.g., able to access AR contents on the West-side of the AR Target, standing on East-side of it)
The MobAR Enabler SHALL be able to support mechanisms to retrieve/deliver associated AR contents for the AR Target in non-perfect conditions (e.g., obtain associated AR contents in night time and foggy weather for a POI)
5.4
User Interaction and Metrics
The MobAR Enabler SHALL support the collecting of feedback related to User interaction (e.g click, view) with AR Content and AR Marker.
The MobAR Enabler SHOULD be able to support mechanisms for receiving reported information (such as content usage, metrics etc) about a specific AR content.
5.6 Charging
The MobAR Enabler SHOULD support different charging mechanisms for the AR content/service usage.(e.g., premium, sponsored contents)
The MobAR Enabler SHOULD allow the User to receive an Advice of Charge (AoC) in case the interactivity has some associated costs for it (e.g.: in a click-2-buy scenario).
5.7 Administration & Configuration
The MobAR Enabler SHOULD be able to provide mechanisms allowing Users to update their Configuration settings in the context of subscribed Push functionality.
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
