6.X Functional Requirements for Access to Data in the Network
This section identifies the requirements for accessing to the data stored in the network in order to allow the management of the data relevant to applications. The data includes generic XML data like group information, preferences and communication policies. Especially, it includes the communication data stored in a network entity such as a network address book based on the CAB enabler. For example, applications can be enriched by accessing the Presence buddy-list of a user, or by triggering and adapting communication based on the communication data such as contact information, communication means, or preferences in order to trigger and adapt communication, and to offer enrichment to communication services. For example, an application can take the benefit of the network based communication data and can provide the user with a service based on a list of his/her friends who are available at certain time. The application may simply show the list to the user to let him/her select with whom he/she would contact, or automatically select one of the friends, or even sending messages simultaneously to all the available users.
