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1 Reason for Change

This document proposes a new requirement in the XML documents access section. If the NGSI enabler XML access feature returns an XML document containing references to other XML documents (stored in the service provider domain), these references are to be addressable using the NGSI Enabler. Otherwise a 3rd Party Application will not be able to access the nested resources.
R01: taken into account comments received in the RD-DEV exploder, to make it more clear. Some explanation for this change is copied below:
We believe that 3rd Party Applications should not be given (direct) access to "internal" servers, like XDMSs. 3rd Party Applications should "internal" servers through the interfaces exposed by the NGSI enabler. What I mean is that: an XDMC within a device may access to http://xcap.example.com/resource-lists/users/sip:joebloggs@example.com/ , where xcap.example.com is an internal XDM server, while a 3rd Party Application may have to access to something http://ngsi.operatorA.com/xdm/resource-lists/users/sip:joebloggs@example.com/ , where http://ngsi.operatorA.com/ may be the address exposed by the NGSI interfaces to the big Internet. If a document returned to a 3rd Party Application contains references to other (accessible) documents, we would like to have them in a form "addressable" from the 3rd Party point of view (in the example, starting with http://ngsi.operatorA.com/xdm/, not http://xcap.example.com/).
Moreover, R01 is update to the last NGSI RD draft available.
