To address comment A062, this CR proposes a clarification of the wording of requirement CMAPI-HLF-015, indicating that the intent of the requirement is to allow CM applications to access the OMA DM functionality on the device.
To address comment A133, this CR adds text to the Informational Note of requirement CMAPI-HLF-015 which explains that even though support for most OMA DM functionality is deferred to future OpenCMAPI releases, Release 1.0 will support the small subset of OMA DM needed to configure some cdma2000 network parameters.  This subset is already supported today by CM applications for cdma2000 operators and therefore needs to be included in the first release of the OpenCMAPI enabler.
R01 incorporates a comment from Gemalto to include a reference to the OMA DM Client API Framework and its use to provide access to OMA DM functionality.
