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1 Reason for Contribution

The use case introduced in contribution REQ-337 is very useful. But we think this solution can be improved to meet more requirements. The user having the interrupt priority will interrupt the current speaker unconditionally, which is not reasonable in some cases. For example, if the priority of interrupt PoC user is not higher than the speaker, the speaker may agree to be interrupted. However, in REQ-337 solution, the user can not interrupt the speaker and negotiate with speaker about this. In this contribution, this problem will be solved by using a more reasonable way.
R02: Take into account the comments from the last meeting.
R03: Take into account the comments from the last meeting. Add a use case to clarify the requirements. 
This use case is similar to section B.2.8.4 of current RD. the main difference is the floor holder can make a decision whether to transfer the floor or not according to the indication from the questioner. Priority need not to be used. Author proposes to include these requirements to the current RD to enhance the user experience.
2 Summary of Contribution

The proposal provides more requirements on the basis of the current ones.
3 Detailed Proposal

This use case depicts a scenario in which a PoC session includes Lilly, Mike, Hans and Tom. Lilly has the floor and is talking the story of her trip to China. When she talks to Shanghai, Mike has a question about the famous mansion: JinMao. Mike pushes the button to request the floor and add the reason with the request. Lilly gets the indication that Mike wants temporary interrupt her to ask a question. Lilly thinks it is OK so just release the floor. Then Mike gets the floor and asks the question. When he finishes and release the floor, it will be back to Lilly automatically. Lilly answer the question and go on her story.
Actors

The involved actors are:

· PoC Users Lilly, Tom, Mike.  Hans
· PoC Service Provider

Actor Specific Issues

· Mike would like to temporary interrupt Lilly to ask a question.
· Lilly would like to hear the question and go on her story.
Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:
· Mike (the questioner) could send a indication to Lilly (the floor holder).
· Lilly (the floor holder) could make a decision whether to transfer the floor or not according to the indication from Mike (the questioner).
· After the question, Lilly (the floor holder) can get the floor back automatically.
· The user experience can be enhanced.
Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:
· Lilly, Mike, Hans and Tom are in a PoC session.
Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· After the question, Lilly can go on her story automatically.  
Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

· Lilly is talking about the Shanghai.
· Mike has a question. So Mike pushes the button to request the floor and add the reason to the request.
· Lilly gets the indication. She wants to hear the question from Mike first. So she release the floor.
· Mike gets the floor, and ask the question. After Mike finishes, Mike release the floor.
· Lilly gets the floor automatically and answer the question. Then Lilly go on her story.
Alternative Flow

The alternative flow for this use case is:

· Lilly is talking about the Shanghai.
· Mike has a question. So Mike pushes the button to request the floor and add the reason to the request.
· Lilly gets the indication. She would not like to hear the question from Mike first. So she reject the request.
· Mike gets the reject indication. So Mike keeps on listening Lilly’s story.
Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· Floor holder can make a decision whether he transfers the floor or not.
Derived / Proposed Requirements (added to the B.2.8.4)
· PoC User, who authorised by PoC system, SHALL be able to send the temporary floor request. The PoC User SHALL be able to add the information about the request. (E.g. PoC User Id, Max time for interruption, etc).
· PoC User, who holds the floor, SHALL be able to make a decision whether to transfer the floor temporarily based on the information indicated by PoC User who request the floor temporary.
· PoC Service Infrastructure SHALL be able to transfer the temporary floor request to the current floor holder or reject the temporary floor request according the PoC Session Policy.
