Enterprise/Corporate PoC Requirements
The  following requirements for Enterprise/Corporate Users apply :
· The PoC Service Infrastructure  SHOULD enable the subscribers company  to  affect and authorize the groups that can be used  by the user.

· The PoC Service SHOULD allow corporate PoC calls to have identity integrity and confidentiality for signaling, 
· The PoC Service SHOULD allow the company to manage naming identities that are commonly used within the company, i.e. e-mail group names.  

· The PoC Service SHOULD allow the company to use define its own name space.  
· The addressing used by Corporate User SHALL be made to backward compatible with PoC 1 Clients
· The PoC Service SHOULD allow the company to encrypt media end to end between PoC Clients used by the company
