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1 Reason for Contribution

Push to Talk over Cellular technology is a half-duplex communication model, which allows the users to participate in multiple PoC Sessions.  Currently the PoC system restricts the number of multiple PoC sessions that a user can involve at any point of time.  This is understandable considering the limited resources that a PoC System has.  However the PoC System makes a rigid decision with respect to handling of subsequent PoC invitations received after the number of simultaneous PoC sessions exceeds the maximum limit allowed.  
Currently the PoC V1.0 standard mandates that the recipient PoC Client is always considered as busy when the number of simultaneous session has exceeded the maximum limit.  The decision to accept the subsequent invitations has to be at the user’s discretion to provide more flexibility and for the obvious reason that, the user will have the best knowledge about the importance of the incoming invitations / call.  At the same time the maximum limitation for simultaneous sessions has to be obeyed like how it exists in the existing system.  Also the users have to be allowed to configure the treatment decision for such invitations.  This will provide more flexibility to the PoC users.
This revison contains the updated requirements based on the comments received from San Diego meeting.  The revised requirements are intended to provide a solution for the above problem in a consistent manner across various implementations.
2 Summary of Contribution

This proposal describes about a new use case and requirement with respect to PoC Session substitution. 
3 Detailed Proposal
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High Level Requirements
B 2.6.x PoC Session substitution
In PoC v1.0, the feature of Simultaneous PoC Sessions has limitation of maximum PoC Sessions. If the PoC Client and the PoC Server have excess PoC Sessions than the maximum and new incoming invitation reaches to the PoC Server, the PoC Server sends the reject message ‘busy’. PoC v2.0 can provide flexibility for the PoC User to accept the incoming invitation and replace with existing PoC Session according to preference of the PoC User.   
· The PoC User SHALL set the Preference settings in the PoC Server. The Preference settings are as follows;  
1. rejecting new incoming invitation automatically by PoC Server. 
2. routeing to the target PoC Client directly by PoC Server (default setting).
3. routing to the PoC Box directly by PoC Server. 
· The PoC Server SHALL handle new incoming invitation, which is received after the number of Simultaneous Session has exceeded the maximum limit, based on the Preference settings.
· The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC user to substitute an incoming invitation in place of the existing session according choice of PoC User.
