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1 Reason for Contribution

The PoC Enhancement Work Item Description 098 has been approved. The WID lists the support for variety of media formats in PoC. This contribution introduces a new use-case in the PoC2, which complements a use case for multimedia content sharing provided in the contribution OMA-REQ-2005-0053-LATE-PoC2-Multimedia-content-sharing-use-case.
2 Summary of Contribution

In the contribution OMA-REQ-2005-0053-LATE-PoC2-Multimedia-content-sharing-use-case, a use case for multimedia content sharing was proposed, and the following requirement was proposed and agreed for inclusion in the PoC release 2 RD:

· A PoC user MUST be able to share multimedia content available in the terminal and also from external content sources trusted by the PoC service provider in a PoC session.

This contribution complements the proposed use case and the requirement by showing an alternative content sharing use case where content repository function is tightly coupled with PoC infrastructure. We can find other flexibility in content sharing when content repository function is coupled with PoC infrastructure.
So, this use case is a benefit which does not exist in OMA-REQ-2005-0053:

· There is no need for external content sources, and therefore, additional authentication is not needed. This restricts the content to be shared only with the particular PoC session participants.
· Content repository can be cleaned (all shared contents can be removed) when the PoC session is closed

1.1.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· PoC User A and other PoC participants in the group call.
· Network content provider

· PoC service provider

1.1.2.2 Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· Allows the PoC user to access and share content without the storage limitations introduced by the PoC enabled terminals.
· Radio resource optimizations.

1.1.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· PoC subscriber should have access to PoC service.
1.1.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· PoC User shall be to share multimedia (e.g. video/picture) with other participants in a PoC session.
· The Multimedia can be deleted from content repository.
1.1.5 Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

· PoC subscriber ‘A’ is engaged in a multimedia PoC session with PoC subscriber ‘B’ and other participants.
· PoC subscriber ‘A’ decides to share a content that is present in the PoC terminal.

· PoC subscriber requests the PoC server to upload the content by providing the necessary information.

· The PoC server sends back to PoC subscriber ‘A’ where the content will be uploaded.
· PoC subscriber ‘A’ uploads the content to the designated place.
· The PoC Server notifies where the content will be downloaded.
· PoC subscriber ‘B’ and other participants download the content from the designated place. 
· The content is deleted after all the participants have downloaded the content.
1.1.6 Alternative Flow

· The content deletion can be done as specified by a session policy. 
1.1.7 Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· None identified 

Derived / Proposed Requirements
· The PoC Client MAY be able to request the PoC server to receive, from the client, the media (e.g. live-streamed video, pictures) which will be sent to other participants in the PoC session.
· The PoC Server MAY have a capability to store and share contents in the PoC session.
