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1 Reason for Contribution

In case a PoC User does not want to be invited to new PoC Sessions under certain conditions, the PoC server may notify the inviting PoC user the  failure of outgoing session .The invited PoC User can not pre-record the notification  to explain the reason of the rejection of incoming session.In order to give the individual notification based on barring conditions,it is suggested  that PoC service SHALL support that the PoC user could givehis individual notification to the specified inviter.

2 Summary of Contribution

      PoC user SHALL notify an inviting PoC User on the failure of an outgoing PoC Session invitation using an individual notification,such as pre-record voice,image or some words. PoC user SHALL pre-set these individual notification according to the inviting PoC user  URI information or the invited PoC user presence status .Different inviting PoC user may receive different notification from the same invited PoC user  at the same time.
3 Detailed Proposal
B.2.3.4 Incoming and outgoing PoC Session barring
The PoC Client MAY (in addition to what is specified in PoC 2.0 draft):

· response the words/images/audio files to the inviter,notify him or her the reason of rejection of incoming PoC Session invitations.
· edit the reponsing words or pre-recordedaudio files ,store them in the local memory and transmit them to the PoC Server.
· define the conditions for individual notification according to the inviting PoC user URI information or the invited PoC user presence status.
· Depending on the capabilities of the terminal a PoC client SHALL be able to receive and display audio/video notifications.
The PoC Server MAY:
· support the PoC user to add /delete/modify the rejecting message or images or audio files.
· store the rejecting words /images/audio files receiving from the PoC user based on the URI information .
· notify a PoC User of the failure on outgoing PoC Session invitation due to incoming PoC Session conditions using individual notification defined by invited PoC user.
