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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution expands the scope of contribution #0329R02 to make PoC voting a more versatile feature. The use case scenario and requirement in #0329R02 currently specifies only PoC server based voting scheme which can be activated only during the ongoing PoC session. 
This contribution expands the scope of PoC voting to include 
1. Open group/Closed group voting type

2. Disclosed/Undisclosed/Secret result voting types 
3. Real-time/Accumulated response type

4. Capability of computing voting result either by PoC server, originating client or a designated client. 
It also adds new requirements over the existing ones in accordance with expanded scope.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution expands the scope of the contribution #0329R02, introduces and defines new terms and adds new requirements over the existing ones.
3 Detailed Proposal

The following proposes adding/modifying text to the contribution #0329R02.
1. Definitions
Vote Processing entity: 

Entity designated to process the voting result. This entity could either be the PoC Server, the originating client or a designated client.

Vote Group Types:

1. Open group Vote: The voting is open to any PoC user (e.g. the open chat group)

2. Closed group Vote: The voting is restricted only to the PoC group members (e.g. the closed chat group)

Vote Result Types:

1. Disclosed result Vote: The voting result is sent to the participating members.

2. Undisclosed result Vote: The voting result is kept/sent only by/to the designated client (e.g. Vote originating client)

3. Secret result Vote: The voters identity is not disclosed to the vote processing entity
Vote Response Types:

1. Real-Time vote response: The vote response from clients is forwarded by the server to the client(s) as and when received.

2. Accumulated vote response: The vote response from clients is collected over a pre-defined time period. The voting result is computed and aggregate result is forwarded at the timeout. Any response received after the timeout is discarded.

2. PoC Voting New Requirements:
· It should be possible to specify Vote Group Type (open/closed)
· It should be possible to specify Vote Result Type (disclosed/undisclosed/secret), 
· It should be possible to specify Vote Response Type (real time/accumulated) 
· In case of accumulated response type vote it is should be possible to specify the timeout period.
· It should be possible to specify Vote processing entity (PoC Server, Originating client or a designated client).
Editor’s Note 1: Voting should be defined as a value added service over PoC.
Editor’s Note 2: Voting requirement solution framework should be capable of supporting other value added services.
3.  Proposed changes in the text of contribution #0329R02:

1. New definitions in section-1 of this document to be included in the text.

2. New requirements in section-2 of this document to be added in the text.

3. The “PoC Server” to be appropriately replaced by the “PoCServer/Originating-Client/Designated-Client” where ever vote processing function is specified in the text.

4. The Vote Group Type (Open/Closed) to be appropriately introduced in the text.
5. The Vote result Type (Disclosed/Undisclosed/Secret) to be appropriately introduced in the text. 

6. The Vote Response Type (Real-time/Accumulated) to be appropriately introduced in the text.
