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1 Reason for Contribution
In the current PoC 2.0 RD, PoC user can get session information (e.g. active participants list, media type used in current session etc.) after he joins in the session. Author believes it is useful to get the session information before PoC user takes part in the session, because PoC user can make a decision whether he would like to participate in the session or not before he attends the session. The session information can be main topic of session, number and details of current participants, session starting time, media types and control types supported in session, etc. With those details PoC user can easily judge whether the talk fits him or not, whether his client can support the media types used in session or not. This contribution suggests enhancing requirements of current RD.
R01 adds the use case to clarify the scenario of this feature.
2 Summary of Contribution

This proposal introduces the requirement of providing session information before joining the PoC session to enhance user’s experience.
3 Detailed Proposal

This use case depicts a scenario in which PoC use can gets the information about a PoC session before he attend the session. Lilly wants to find a video chat room. She searches the bulletin of the PoC chat room. A chat room named as crazy video will start the video session in 10 minutes. So she attends this chat room.
Actors

The involved actors are:

· PoC Users Lilly, Mike
· PoC Service Provider

Actor Specific Issues

· Lilly would like to attend the video chat room.
· Mike changes the information of the PoC session bulletin.
· Lilly gets the information and make a decision.
Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:
· Mike can refresh the information in the bulletin of PoC session.
· Lilly can search the bulletin to find her favourite PoC session.
· The user experience can be enhanced.
· Service provider can get the additional fee from the bulletin information search and update.
Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:
· Service provider provides the PoC session bulletin.
Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· PoC user can update the PoC session bulletin and find information from it.
Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

· Lilly is searching a video chat room.
· Mike update the bulletin that the chat room named crazy video will start video chat session in ten minutes.
· Lilly finds this information, and start to attend this chat room.
Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

· PoC user can get the information very conveniently.
Derived / Proposed Requirements

B 2.6.X Provide session information to PoC users
PoC user could get the information of a PoC session before he attends the PoC session.

· The PoC User, who authorised by PoC service, SHALL be able to get information about a PoC session before he attends the PoC session. 
· The session information MAY include the main topic of session, number and additional information of active participants, media types currently used (e.g. video available), session starting time, session ending time, if priority available, if Media Burst Control Queue supported.
· The session information SHALL be updated according the changes of PoC Session.
