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1 Reason for Contribution

The actual requirements for “Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed" are targeted at a full-duplex call to the same UE as the original PoC Session.  This can be the basis for a more flexible feature, in which the called party is invited to call back a different UE.
2 Summary of Contribution

In addition to the already existing requirements for “Full Duplex Call Follow-on Proceed” this contribution presents requirements on PoC release 2, for inclusion in the consolidated text in section B.2.6.2 of the PoC 2 RD.
