	Incoming PoC Session Barring is a PoC Service Setting for the PoC Client that conveys the PoC User's desire for the PoC Service to block all or particular incoming PoC Session requests based on conditions defined for Incoming PoC Session Barring.
Note: This definition extends the PoC 1 definition of Incoming Session Barring by the possibility to bar only some particular incoming PoC Session requests.
