1 Reason for Contribution

Revise the contribution 0070 according to comments from Montreal and Seoul meeting. 
When someone wants to join a chat session, he/she may fail because the max-participant-count  limit of the chat group has reached, in this condition ,PoC 1 will return  SIP 486 "Busy Here" response with the Warning header setting to "Too many participants" to the him/her. Even if  he/she can subscribe the conference state of the chat session in order that he/she can get a notification when someone leaves the PoC session , then he/she can request to join the chat session by sending an invite request to the PoC server , but he/she may fail again for someone has taken a quicker action to join or he/she gets the notification that someone has left the PoC session later than other subscribers.
This document introduces an alert mechanism to solve this problem and thus to improve user experience.
2 Summary of Contribution
It’s proposed that PoC Application Service Infrastructure provides a mechanism to alert PoC user to join  a chat session when the chat session gets valid for him/her.
3 Detailed Proposal

Use case : Master entrance exam trouble shotting

5.X.1 Short Description
This use case depicts a scenario in which a teacher is invited by an organization to resolve problems that students meet during their master entrance exam preparation, the teacher sets up a chat session and students who have questions join the chat session. Students who fail to join the session for the max-participant-count limit use the alert mechanism to join the chat session.

Ann:

· Sets up a Chat session to solve problems for students

Jim, Linda, Paul, Jack, Mary, Tom, John:

· Students who join the chat session before the max-participants-limit meet
Elton, Alice, Eric, Ringo, Yoko:

· Students who want to  join the chat session after the max-participants-count limit has reached

· provides PoC subscribers with more convenient PoC service.

· PoC application service infrastructure has a functionality to invite PoC subscribers to join a PoC session.
5.X.4 Post-conditions

· Elton,Alice,Eric,Ringo and Yoko finish their chat session.
5.X.5 Normal Flow
· Ann sets up a chat session and waits students to join
· Jim ,Linda, Paul, Jack, Mary, Tom and John join the chat session and the max-participants limit meets now

· Elton, Alice, Eric, Ringo, and Yoko want to join the chat but fails and request PoC application service infrastructure to alert them to join when someone leaves the session, PoC server accepts their request and uses a queue to handle their requests .
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· After a while, Jim leaves the chat session for some reason.
· PoC server sends an invitation to Eric and Eric gets the chance to join the Chat Session because he is the first people to request the alert from PoC server.

Derived / Proposed Requirements
B.2.15.4 alert to join a chat session
The requirement of alerting a PoC user to join a chat session is optional, if it is supported
· PoC client MAY support a PoC user to  request to be alerted to join a chat session.

· PoC server SHOULD accept the requests of altering a PoC user to join a chat session.

· PoC server SHOULD guarantee that the PoC user who requests the alert first will get it first too.
· PoC server SHOULD alert a PoC user to join a chat session by sending an invitation to the PoC user.
