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1 Reason for Contribution

Firstly, in current PoC Box requirements , a PoC user can invoke PoC Box to record PoC Session Data and PoC Session Control Data, but it is not mentioned or stated clearly that the PoC user can stop the recording procedure of PoC Box. Is this included in the requirement:

	If the PoC Box functionality is supported then An authorized PoC User SHALL be able to deny access or expel a PoC Box from a PoC Session using PoC Client capabilities.
	


Secondly, can a PoC user pause the recording of PoC Box for a while and continue the process later? For example, when a PoC participant  wants to record a part of participants’ voice in the session, he/she may use this function.
Additionally, can a PoC user still stay in a PoC session while route session data to PoC Box? Because he/she may just want to stop receiving media-related data for a while and he/she will get back to the session soon, but during this break, he/she wants to route media-related data to  PoC BoX , if  he/she leaves the PoC session, he/she may fail to rejoin the session for the limit of max-participant count.
It’s proposed to discuss and include some corresponding requirements metioned above in the requirements in PoC2 RD.

2 Summary of Contribution

The document introduces some new requirements  to PoC Box.
3 Detailed Proposal

Addition to those requirements  for PoC BoX in current PoC2 RD, it is proposed to include the following requirements:

· A PoC participant MAY route PoC Session Data and PoC Session Control Data to PoC box without leaving the PoC session.
· A PoC participant SHALL be able to control the PoC Box to deactivate/reactivate the recording of PoC Session Data and PoC Session Control Data.
· A PoC participant SHALL be able to control the PoC Box to stop the recording of PoC Session Data and PoC Session Control Data.
