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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes some requirements about PoC box to enhance man-machine interaction.

Man-machine interaction and PoC Box are both supported by PoC2 RD, when something happens, machine should initiate a PoC session with related people and play some recorded voice,. For PoC Box has the capability to record voice for PoC user, it may be possible for PoC Box to be used in man-machine session case. If so, a machine does not have to include a functionality to play voice stored in the local machine, and man-machine system gets a higher speed to play a voice as voice does not need to be transmited from machine to PoC server .

1.1.5 Normal Flow

1) One Related Person records some voice in the PoC box of a machine.
2) The machine which has recorded voice in its PoC box authorizes other machines or a machine group  to play its recorded data.

3) One of the authorized machines detects a security exception and initiates a PoC session to related people.

4) One of the people accepts the invitation automatically

5) The machine reports details of the security exception to the session participants.
