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1 Reason for Contribution

The purpose of this contribution is to clarify the editor’s notes in section 6.1.6.7 of the new release of the RD (OMA-RD-PoC-V2_0_0-20051104-D). They are:

Editor’s Note: Conditionality for client and server to be reviewed.
Editor’s Note: “Attribute” needs clarification.
Author believes that PoC Server and PoC Client can implement this function as described in RFC 3840 and RFC 3841. The attribute of PoC Client in man-machine PoC Session can be human and non-human. This is indicated in Contact header of SIP message as feature-tag ‘automata’ (yes or no). PoC Server shall be able to distinguish the attribute (human or non-human) during PoC Session establishment. The behavior of PoC Server is to check the attribute of PoC Clients and store it. These behaviors are compliant to RFC 3840 and RFC 3841. The PoC Client used by non-human PoC user should add ‘automata’ in Contact header in SIP message. 

2 Summary of Contribution

For FUNC-PSC-MM-001 and FUNC-PSC-MM-002, the attribute of PoC Client can be implemented as the description in RFC 3840 and RFC 3841. 
This contribution requests to remove these two Editor’s Notes.

· Release PoC Session when the second last human Participant leaves the PoC Session;

· Release PoC Session when the last human Participant leaves the PoC Session;
