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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution proposes a text for correcting the error in the FUNC-ADD-WH-002, which is a part of the Operator Warning Header.

During the Madrid meeting, OMA-REQ-PoC2-2005-0220-RD-mandatory-optional proposed  FUNC-ADD-WH-002 to be a “MAY” option for the PoC Client as follows:

The contribution 0220 used the RD draft, OMA-REQ-PoC2-2005-0219R01-PoC2-RD-November-1-snapshot, as its basis. The corresponding requirement in the 0219R0, which is the basis of 0220, is as follows:

The corresponding requirement in the original contribution that was agreed in San Diego, OMA-REQ-2005-0343R01-PoC-warning-header-language, was as follows:

“PoC Client SHALL SHOULD be able to request to the PoC Server the language that it can accept. Upon receiving such an accept language request, the PoC Server SHALL be able to send back a response using the requested language in the warning text if the language is supported.”
Note that it was agreed in San Diego that the original “SHALL” should be changed to “SHOULD” ( San Diego minutes, OMA-REQ-2005-0392R01).
Hence, it is clear that the agreed intention for the Conditionality is a “SHOULD” option for the Client. This contribution proposes to correct this point.
Note that there is a good reason why the Conditionality should be stronger on the Client. The Conditionality for the Server is a “MAY” option. But when and if the Server supports this functionality, it is desirable that the Client is capable of displaying the message sent from the Server. Therefore, a “SHOULD” option on the Client is most desirable in order to achieve the objective of the operator for this feature.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes the following correction to the latest RD draft, based on the reasoning above.
