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1 Reason for Contribution

For the PoC 2 RD some (but not too many) use cases are needed.  This contribution proposes one, which is very essential, namely image sharing and file transfer.

The issue about discrete media with or without floor control has been debated for a while. When looking the actual requirements from the section “New Media Types” (NMT) it is evident that those requirements refer to file transfer type of functionality. This contribution is fully in line with the requirements of section NMT and proposes a use case for those basic scenarios.
For the definitions “image sharing” may be understood belonging to general file sharing.  File sharing is defined as practice of making files available to other users with no clear determination when files are to be used. There could be also used some kind of indication if the originator wishes the transmitted file to be rendered at the recipient end. This also falls well in the scope of file transfer type of functionality.
As an example Tapio and Pekka have been fishing by river Teno in summer time. While Pekka and Tapio have a PoC Session, Tapio may remember the picture taken and say “ By the way as we are now talking, now I remember to send the picture of the great salmon You caught. I will send it now”. Then discussion continues and in the background Pekka gets the picture and may look it whenever willing to do so.

On the other hand, if there was something interest in that picture, Tapio may comment “Ahaa, now I remember our big salmon. There was something interesting on it, wait a moment. Then Tapio selects “send and open image” and image is sent to Pekka’s terminal and automatically opened up. While picture is transferred Tapio may continue “Okay, now it should be visible. Can you see something special in this picture? I think that it is not salmon but perch and that it is not big, but rather small, just 5 inches or so”. Pekka may then comment “Yes, yes perhaps so, but the trip was however nice”.

5.x Image Sharing and File Transfer during a PoC Session 

5.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

A Participant in a PoC Session wants to share an image or series of images with other Participants of the PoC Session. The Participant selects image sharing and the selected image(s) will be sent to other Participants of the PoC Session.  Other Participants may store the images in their User Equipment and watch them when willing to do so. Alternatively the images may be automatically displayed to the recipient(s) based on image sender’s setting.
5.x.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· Participants in a PoC Session 

5.x.2.1  Actor Specific Issues

5.x.2.2  Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· The Participant(s) of a  PoC Session can send images to other Participants of the PoC Session.  Recipients may store the images on their User Equipment and display them when willing to do so. Alternatively the images can be presented automatically on their display based on the image sender’s setting. 

· As the PoC Service becomes more attractive to end-users through this feature and the PoC Service provider may attract more customers.  

5.x.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· An ongoing PoC Session with two or more Participants.

· The Participants have a PoC subscription configured to allow image sharing in PoC service

· The Participants have a terminal capable of image sharing in PoC Service

5.x.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· An image has been delivered to Participants of a PoC Session and may be stored on their User Equipment.  The images may be displayed on all Participants’ User Equipment either later or immediately depending on setting of the sending Participant.  In parallel additional PoC media transmissions are allowed in another or the same PoC Session.

5.x.5  Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

· Some PoC Users have a PoC Session (1-1, Ad-hoc, Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Group Session).
· A Participant decides to share a picture taken from his fishing trip and sends the still image during a PoC Session to the other Participants. 
· Participants continue talking about the sent image by using PoC voice media. While image is received by other Participants they may store it on their User Equipment and display it if they wish. 

· Another Participant remembers his trip to Peru and decides to share his experiences. He sends another still image from the trip to the other Participants. The Participant may store the received images on their User Equipment and if they wish they may open and display the image.
· Participants continue talking about the images shared in a PoC Session by using PoC voice media.

· When discussion finishes the PoC Session is ended. PoC Users may close and store the received images in their User Equipment if they yet haven’t stored them.

The normal flow presented above uses image as an example. The flow is however valid for other file transfer as well.

5.x.6  Alternative Flow

Alternatively the Participant that is sending the images is able to make a setting that when Participants receive the image, it is opened automatically.
· Some PoC Users have a PoC Session.
· A Participant decides to show an image taken from his fishing trip and he selects the image from his User Equipment and selects then “Send and Open Image” functionality.
· Participants continue talking by using PoC voice media.  When image that was sent is received by other Participants, the image is automatically opened and displayed on recipients User Equipment.

· The Participant, who sent the image of big salmon, talks stories on his fishing trip while other Participants are seeing the image on their displays.
· The Participants continue talking for a while. Some of the Participants may have already closed the image and stored it in their User Equipment.

· When discussion finishes the PoC Session will be ended. While the PoC Session is over the image may still be seen on some PoC Users display. They may close the image and store it in their User Equipment, if they yet haven’t done it.

The alternative flow above uses image as an example, but the flow is valid also for other file transfer as well.
