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1 Reason for Contribution

With PoC 2 requirements work, there has been leeeengthy discussions about image sharing, file transfer, messaging and also image showing use cases.
When reading the requirements from New Media Type (NMT) section of RD, it is evident that those requirements refer to file transfer and messaging type of functionalities. Conventionally those do not use or require concept of controlling the transfer or controlling of floor.

Indications of use case where floor control may be beneficial are presented in another section of the Requirement document, namely in section Media Burst Control, where is added that media burst control for discrete media should be supported, and that it is to be used only when it is necessary for the application.

Interpreting this all, it says that file transfer functionality is the basic case, but that there is also presented indications from something else. From meeting discussions it is understood that use case of Image Showing are sought after. 

As there is all the time confusion where conventional image sharing/file transfer is mixed with Image Showing, one possible approach is to specify separate use cases that capture the procedures related to those use cases.

This contribution presents use case of image showing, even though not directly included in requirements document of PoC 2

This contribution presents use case of showing images in a PoC Session between PoC voice session participants.

5.x Image Showing during a PoC Session 

5.x.1  ASK  \* MERGEFORMAT Short Description

A Participant in a PoC Session wants to show an image or series of images from the display of his terminal to other Participants in the PoC Session. The Participant selects the image to be presented and selects  “Image Showing” from his terminal.  Since in this case it is desired that only one Participant is able to show the image at a time, other Participants are blocked from the possibility to show their images as long as previous Participant is presenting his image. In this case PoC Service Infrastructure is controlling who has the possibility to show image at any time in the on-going PoC Session. The recipients who are able to see the presented image are not necessarily able to store the image in their User Equipment.
5.x.2 Actors

The involved actors are:

· Participants in a PoC Session 

5.x.2.1  Actor Specific Issues

None identified.
5.x.2.2  Actor Specific Benefits

The benefits for the actors are:

· The Participant of a PoC Session can show image(s) from the display of his terminal to other Participants of the PoC Session.  Recipients are able to show the image in near real time. The image is shown as long as presented by the Participant who currently shows his image(s). While one Participant is showing image(s) other Participants are prevented to show their image(s).

· The PoC Service becomes more attractive to end-users through this new functionality which in turn may attract more and more people to use the PoC Service.

5.x.3 Pre-conditions

The required pre-conditions are:

· An ongoing PoC Session with two or more Participants.

· The Participants have a PoC subscription configured to allow image showing in PoC Service

· The Participants have a terminal capable of image showing in PoC Service

5.x.4 Post-conditions

The required post-conditions are:

· PoC Users have had a PoC Session where one or more Participant has been able to show image(s) from his User Equipment to other Participants. Participants have had possibilities to interactively discuss about the image(s) that has(have) been shown. Participants have seen the shown image(s) one at a time while PoC Service Infrastructure has controlled who may show image at a given time. The Participants have not necessarily had possibilities to store the image(s) in their User Equipment.
5.x.5  Normal Flow

The normal flow for this use case is:

· Some PoC Users have a PoC Session (1-1, Ad-hoc, Pre-arranged or Chat PoC Group Session).
· A Participant decides to show a picture taken from his fishing trip to other Participants and he selects an image of big pike and selects “Show Image” from his User Equipment. 
· Participants continue talking by using PoC voice media and after a moment recipients are able to see the image that is shown by the other Participant. The image is automatically shown by User Equipment of the Participants. 

· While the image of big pike is still shown Participants continue talking about the fish. Then another Participant remembers his trip to Peru and he decides to share his experiences. He selects a picture taken from Machu Picchu and selects “Show Image” from his User Equipment. While previous Participant is still showing his picture about big pike, the Participant wishing to show his Machu Picchu receives an indication that somebody else is showing. Participants continue talking one at a time and finally fisherman ends showing his image.
· Now the Peru traveler has his chances and he then shows his picture. Participants see the beautiful mountain peaks of Machu Picchu, especially the Huayna Picchu, and all Participants in their turns comment that scenery is amazing. After discussions, the Participant showing image(s) from Peru, ends his image showing.

· When discussion finishes the PoC Session is ended. PoC Users have seen interesting and amazing pictures and have had chances to change their experiences in convenient way.

5.x.7  Operational and Quality of Experience Requirements

The showing of the images in controlled by the PoC Service Infrastructure. Only one Participant at a time is able to show image(s) from his terminal. The image(s) shown are to be seen in near real time. When Participant is showing an image he is able to talk when it is his turn and also other Participants who are shown the image should have chances to talk assuming that it is their turn. 
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5 Recommendation

We propose to accept the proposed use case and introduce it in the PoC release 2 RD.
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
