LGE’s opinion: The unblock sender or unblock the message are the report type.

To allow the spam report for unblocking the spam message or sender, the user needs to know the spam message list. It is the pre-condition. 

The SpamRep Server returns the list of spam message to the Client based on its request in HLF-019. The Client request the spam message list in server side according to the current HLF-019 “from the SpamRep Client to the SpamRep Server”. So, the “Who” is the SpamRep Server and it access to the Network Spam Box (it is sort of message box) according to current HLF-019.

In By-Reference case, the SpamRep Server can access the message box to get the real message body and can forward the SpamRep including that message box. 

The entity looks clear and the purpose can be inserted at the end of the HLF-019 like below.

“for the recovery (e.g. unblock sender, unblock message)”
Or the editorial comment from Qualcomm looks good and enough.
