UVE enabler release aims to provide a new application consumption model with the following functionalities:
· OS-Independent Applications: This functionality enables users to use application irrespective of the OS they are using. This will increase the application availability for users and vice versa.
· On-line applications: This functionality allows users to use application online instead of downloading them on to their devices. This will allow users to overcome terminal barriers (e.g memory) and accessing application from any terminal at any time.
· Application Monitoring:
· No-loss reconnection:
UVE enabler consists for different actors namely Users, UVE SP, Content Provider (developers) and Application Servers. Content provider provides content/applications to UVE SP, UVE SP host those applications in their network forming a cloud based service and user access these services from their terminals using cloud computing technologies.
