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1 Reason for Contribution

This package incorporates change requests for the DRM v1.0 enabler release that have been agreed by the BAC WG.
2 Summary of Contribution

Changes have been incorporated into the DRM v1.0 enabler release.  The affected specifications include:

· OMA-Download-DRM-V1_0

· OMA-Download-DRMREL-V1_0

· OMA-Download-DRMCF-V1_0

3 Detailed Proposal

A clarification note is added to the introduction of the DRM spec to clarifying the inherent insecure nature of email and therefore recommend against its use for delivering OMA DRM V1 Message for Forward Locked or Combined Delivery content [OMA-MAG-DLDRM-2003-0177].
Mobile devices are increasingly supporting removable media as a means of increasing storage space.  In the “forward lock” section of the DRM spec, it is not entirely clear that forward-locked content can be stored on this removable media. This is acceptable, provided the content is stored securely on the card and cannot be forwarded to other devices.  [OMA-BAC-DLDRM-2003-0210R2]

The requirement to support 7bit and 8bit Content Transfer Encodings in the DRM Message was removed.  The 7bit and 8bit encodings are relevant only to transfer of text content, primarily in email systems. They are not relevant to delivery of DRM content, the vast majority of which consists of binary files. The removal of these Content Transfer Encodings does not affect the ability of content providers to deliver text DRM content. [OMA-BAC-DLDRM-2003-0212R02]

Removed reference to <fixed> element in the REL <count> constraint.  [OMA-MAG-DLDRM-2003-0206]

Clarify informative example in DCF specification to show “DataLen” header reflects the combination of the original data size plus the 128 bit initialization vector. [OMA-MAG-DLDRM-2003-0256]
