· Unsolicited email (spam)

· etc.

· Is there anything else we should protect against?

· Internet Grooming, which is not about content per se, but about access to unmoderated chat rooms

· Anything else?

· What measures (if any) can OMA introduce into its specifications or working practices to ensure that the concerns of the general public, the industry and the regulators are taken into account?
