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1 Overview

The Technical Plenary thanks the 3GPP2 SC Chair for the above liaisons statements regarding MMS, and the actions and decisions following the MMS Workshop.
The Technical Plenary warmly welcomes the conclusions and proposals from 3GPP2, and it is OMA’s intention to fulfil its actions as quickly as possible to facilitate the smooth transition of MMS work.

This response is provided as initial feedback (to meet the response deadline requested in Proposed Transfer MMS Work Items, in OMA-TP-2004-0083), and a fuller response will be provided in due course.

2 Proposal

1. OMA-TP-2004-0082-3GPP2-SC-Chair-Correspondence-OMA-MMS-Workshop

The Technical Plenary welcomes the 3GPP2 SC’s endorsement of the MMS Workshop conclusions to transfer MMS activities to OMA.  

To this end, the Board, Technical Plenary, Messaging Working Group and MMS Sub-working Group have commenced preparations to facilitate this transition, including analysis of the IPR and Copyright issues.

2. OMA-TP-2004-0083-3GPP2-SC-Chair-Correspondence-OMA-Transfer-MMS-Work-Items
The Technical Plenary welcomes the 3GPP2 proposal on how to proceed with the transfer of specific MMS work from 3GPP2 to OMA.  

In the attached SC-20031020-006CR3__TSG-X_proposal_for_MMS_in_OMA, the following points are supplied:-
· Section 2, bullet 2

It is unclear as to why the Media Types and Transcoding are defined as being "network-access dependent".  It is considered that in regards to MMS these should be (at least) both dependent (in terms of what codecs and formats should be supported) as well as independent (in terms of transcoding within a single media type and the set of media types, e.g. video, image, etc)
· Section 2, bullet 3
It is stated that "The transfer covers ... Stage1/Requirements, Stage 2 Architecture, etc.", yet in bullet 5 that lists the documents to be transferred, the change tracking indicates that the Stage 1 document was deleted from the list.  It would be expected that the (network agnostic parts) Stage 1 document would also be included in the transfer.

3GPP2 SC is advised that the IPR and Copyright issue is currently being addressed by the OMA Board, and the results of this review will be communicated to 3GPP2 as soon as possible. 
· Bullet 3, a)

3GPP2 SC is advised that the Technical Plenary has approved, that on a quarterly basis (or more frequently if required or requested), the current

· list of approved Work Items

· list of draft/approved requirements documents

· list of other draft/approved specifications

consistent with the OMA Openness Policy, shall be communicated to 3GPP2 TSG-S WG3 Program Management Team (PMT) by the OMA Requirements WG.  These two groups are now encouraged to execute this approved action.
· Bullet 3, b)

3GPP2 SC is advised that as part of the relationship between 3GPP2 TSG-S WG3 Program Management Team (PMT) and the OMA Requirements WG, the Technical Plenary has approved that in order to facilitate improved understanding between the organisations, a common terminology or mapping of terminology (e.g. RD = Stage 1) shall be created and communicated.

· Bullet 3, c)

3GPP2 SC is advised that the Technical Plenary has approved that each of the OMA Working Groups (WGs) shall have responsibility to identify all interdependencies with 3GPP2 on the deliverables that it owns. The OMA WGs shall report such interdependencies to the OMA Release Planning & Management (RP&M) Committee within the framework of OMA Work Programme. The RP&M Committee shall take the responsibility to regularly maintain the information on interdependencies with 3GPP2 in the OMA Work Programme. The RP&M Committee shall also exchange the information on interdependency with the peer organization in 3GPP2.

The information on the interdependencies shall include:-

· OMA Enabler Releases dependent on 3GPP2 deliverables (identified by OMA WGs)
· 3GPP2 deliverables dependent on OMA Enabler Releases (identified by 3GPP2)
· dependencies on third party organisations

· Bullet 3, d)

3GPP2 SC is advised that the Technical Plenary has approved that to avoid possible duplication or conflict of work, a review of technical activity is required to identify areas of mutual interest in OMA and 3GPP2.  The OMA Requirements WG and the 3GPP2 S1 Requirements WG shall liaise with each other to propose a way forward on a case-by-case basis if any resolution/clarification is necessary when any gaps and/or overlaps are identified. The OMA Technical WGs can also liaise with relevant WGs in 3GPP2 to discuss and propose the way forward when the OMA WG identify any gaps and overlaps in the process of their specification development. These proposals shall be subject to TP approval.  The OMA Requirements WG shall make recommendations (i.e. specific work items, identify proposals for work split, ensuring requirements for specific items are generated in one organisation, address proactive support and maintenance for such work, identify recommendations and timescales) to the OMA Technical Plenary for its review and approval

· Bullet 3, e)

3GPP2 SC is advised that the Technical Plenary has approved that where OMA and 3GPP2 are working on a specific area requiring interaction with a common 3rd party organisation (e.g. W3C, IETF), the relevant OMA and 3GPP2 WGs liaising with each other should attempt to agree on which one is to be the lead contact into that 3rd organisation to ensure consistency of inputs for that specific area.  Identification of other 3rd parties needing to be commonly addressed shall be handled on a case-by-case basis by the relevant OMA and 3GPP2 WGs liasing with each other.

· Bullet 3, f)

3GPP2 SC is advised that OMA as part of its mission statement is committed to re-using technologies and standards produced by other organisations. Consistent with this mission statement the Technical Plenary is, and shall continue to reference and use, specifications and standards generated by organisations such as 3GPP2.

3 Requested Action(s)

The Technical Plenary encourages the participation of 3GPP2 members in the Technical Plenary to support the transfer of MMS.
4 Conclusion
