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1 Reason for Contribution

Over the last several face-to-face Technical Plenary meetings OMA has received several liaisons from both 3GPP and 3GPP2 regarding their work plans and possible dependencies with OMA enablers.  Talking to the 3GPP2 TSG-S Chair he has stated “We are making progress on identifying the 3GPP2 side information but still lack OMA info - we did send a request from July meetings to Kevin Holley and Peter Arnby, but even if we do get info back as a result of Orlando meetings, it will be a single snapshot in time.”  Having WISPR information readily available would allow better coordination of the work programs and reduce the dependency and time in having to request this information several times a year.

This input specifically request TP consideration in making the WISPR’s either publicly available, or at least available to 3GPP and 3GPP2.

It is understood that it will also take approval of the Board to support this, but if it comes as a TP request we should be able to get this done.

Make the WISPR documents publicly available to allow other organizations, particularly 3GPP and 3GPP2, to actively see and track OMA’s activities.
By doing so it will allow these organizations to better coordinate their release activity and allow the public to see the work being done in OMA.
