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1. Reason for Contribution

OMA approved the white paper on OMA-TP-2004-0243R01-A on conference call timing.  Unfortunately, it is only a guidance with no normative statements.
2. Summary of Contribution

One year after the discussions that led to putting together OMA-TP-2004-0243R01, it became apparent that WGs maintain the freedom to select their conference call timing in such ways that the burden of inappropriate hours remain on the same regions. 
This contribution proposes to correct that.
3. Detailed Proposal

We propose that the guidance of Conference Call from document OMA-TP-2004-0243R01 be made normative as follows and captured in the OMA process:
· WGs are encouraged to follow the recommendations in  OMA-TP-2004-0243R01for the selection of the timing of their conference call.

· If WGs members raise an issue with the timing of the conference calls and invoke inappropriate timing for long period of times, the WG MUST implement a timing rotation as discussed in OMA-TP-2004-0243R01. This rotation should be agreed by the WG based on reasonable analysis of the burden imposed on the members and the regional representation of the participants. Under no circumstance can a WG decide to systematically disfranchise a region which has member participating to the work and subject to systematic inappropriate timing for the WG conference calls.
4. Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification.  This obligation does not imply an obligation on Members to conduct IPR searches.  This duty is contained in the Open Mobile Alliance application form to which each Member's attention is drawn.  Members shall submit to the General Manager of Operations of OMA the IPR Statement and the IPR Licensing Declaration.  These forms are available from OMA or online at the OMA website at www.openmobilealliance.org.

5. Recommendations
We recommend that mandating rotation of the conference call timings when requested by participants be normatively added to the process.
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
