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1 Reason for Contribution

The Presence and Availability Working Group has proposed to rename “GM” to “XDM”.  This causes concern over whether work on XML documents is ONLY going to be in PAG.
2 Summary of Contribution

Proposed for the TP to comment on potential overlap of scope for XML document specification.
3 Detailed Proposal

In the development of the Presence and Availability specifications, PAG has come to the conclusion that the term “Group Management” is not sufficient to cover the generation of formats for XML documents containing group lists and policies.  PAG has therefore proposed to rename “GM” to “XDM” or XML document management.

When thinking about the overall technical work of TP, there are potentially other parts of TP where XML features.
As a part of the due diligence for understanding the scope and mandate of each of the Working Groups, the TP should check the places where XML documents are discussed and ensure that there is no overlap between PAG and the other groups on the definition and use of XML documents.

4 Intellectual Property Rights
