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1 Overview

The purpose of this liason statement is a response to the liaison response OMA BAC received from DVB (attachment #1) on Mobile Broadcast Services. OMA BAC considers the response from DVB to be very positive and sees it as a first step to start building a closer relation. OMA BAC has received positive responses also from 3GPP and 3GPP2 regarding their related areas of mobile broadcast. From these grounds we are confident that OMA – together with specialized groups such as DVB, 3GPP and 3GPP2 – will be able to create standards that enable global markets for mobile broadcast.

This liason statement addresses four items. First two were raised by DVB in the response OMA BAC received from DVB and the last two are to keep DVB updated on the progress of OMA Mobile Broadcast Services. The items are:

· How to create more permanent relation between DVB and OMA for document and work plan exchange

· How to deal with open issues with new OMA IPR policy

· Report on the current status of OMA Mobile Broadcast Services Requirements

· Overview of the current state of architecture soliciting comments from DVB

2 Proposal

This liason statement addresses four items. First two were raised by DVB in the response OMA BAC received from DVB and the last two are to keep DVB updated on the progress of OMA Mobile Broadcast Services.

How to create more permanent relation between DVB and OMA for document and work plan exchange

OMA has well-defined process to establish and maintain working relations and liaisons between OMA and other groups. OMA proposes to use the same process also in this case. As indicated in the response from DVB, we will assume the contact on this matter on DVB side is the chairman of DVB Technical Module, Prof. Dr.-Ing. Ulrich Reimers. Soon after the process has been started in OMA, the delegates from OMA side will contact DVB.

How to deal with open issues with new OMA IPR policy

OMA considers it very important to resolve any uncertainties that new OMA IPR policy might cause. Therefore we propose the DVB legal director to start conversation on this topic with A J Cave (a.j.cave@oracle.com), chairman of the legal and trademark committee, on OMA side.

Report on the current status of OMA Mobile Broadcast Services Requirements

OMA BAC-BCAST SWG is currently in process of finalizing the Requirements Document (see attachment #2). When considering the current document, two issues are to be noted:

· The document is currently under formal review in OMA.

· OMA BAC-BCAST has done a gap analysis between the requirements found in “Call for Technologies: IP Datacast in DVB-H” and our requirements document. The resulting new requirements will be included in the final OMA Mobile Broadcast Services Requirements Document.

Overview of the current state of architecture soliciting comments from DVB

OMA BAC-BCAST SWG has defined a preliminary architecture for the overall Mobile Broadcast Service Enabler as well as architecture for specific functions (Service Guide, Service and Content Protection) within the enabler (see attachment #3). Regarding these architectures, OMA would kindly like to ask DVB to check the applicability of the architectures to the work item “IP Datacast in DVB-H” and provide feedback. Especially important are comments in case DVB identifies the architecture not to be compatible with their architectures – after all the goal of OMA is to standardize broadcast distribution system agnostic global enablers for mobile broadcast.

3 Requested Action(s)

Resulting from the proposal in the previous section:

· DVB legal director to start conversation with A J Cave (a.j.cave@oracle.com), on OMA side to clarify open issues about OMA IPR policy

· DVB to provide feedback on applicability of the preliminary OMA Mobile Broadcast Services architectures to DVB work item “IP Datacast in DVB-H”
