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1 Reason for Contribution

Prior to the Technical Plenary meeting in Frankfurt, REL and IOP identified a misunderstanding between the two groups with respect to what material that REL sought Candidate approval for from the Technical Plenary following the successful completion of a consistency review. IOP believed that the Enabler Test Requirement (ETR) documents that were reviewed as part of the consistency review also were approved alongside with the Candidate Enabler Release, but that was clarified as not being the case. REL therefore took the action to start seeking approval for ETR documents at the same time as for the enabler releases, starting at the Frankfurt meeting in February 2005. 

This input contribution is used to seek approval for those Enabler Test Requirement documents that due to this oversight never have been approved by the Technical Plenary.

2 Summary of Contribution

The Release Planning and Management Committee wishes to have the Technical Plenary approve a number of Enabler Test Requirements as Candidates.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following Enabler Test Requirement documents are associated with Candidate Enabler Releases and were never brought to the TP for approval, although they had been completed:

· OMA-Browsing-ETR-V2_2_0-20040216-D

· OMA-SyncML-ETR-v1_2-20040505-D

· OMA-ETR_vObjectOMAprofile-V1_0-20041105-D

· OMA-Browsing-ETR-V2_3-20041222-D

These documents have been following the existing OMA processes that were applicable at the time when they were created, including having these reviewed as part of the consistency review. No further work on these documents is expected, so they are ready for Candidate approval by the Technical Plenary in order to allow these to be uploaded as Candidates on the OMA portal.
4 Intellectual Property Rights
