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1 Overview

As a part of the LPTF (Landing Pad Task Force) Recommendations that have been approved by the OMA TP to guide OMA actions in the transfer of MMS work from 3GPP and 3GPP2 to OMA, MMSG has been actioned to provide timely notification to 3GPP and 3GPP2 of project milestone achievements in the MMS work transfer effort.  This LS includes such a milestone achievement notification.
2 Proposal

OMA MMSG has completed primary development of the MMS 1.3 Enabler package.  That package is now in Candidate Enabler status where the OMA IOP group will now begin to verify the interoperability of the enabler package.  As such, the efforts of MMSG on that enabler will be primarily limited to support of the IOP group.
MMSG has now begun consideration of the next MMS enabler release including consideration of the transfer of MMS work.  That consideration is still in process and, as such, no information of that gameplan is available at this time.  However, MMSG has assumed technical review responsibility for recommendations of CRs related to the MMS specifications in both 3GPP and 3GPP2.
3 Requested Action(s)

As a part of MMSG planning for the next MMS enabler release and the included MMS work transfer effort, it would be very helpful for us to know the status of copyright approval and document availability for MMS documents in each organization.  This information is requested to be delivered to MMSG prior to the start of our next face-to-face meeting on 17 October 2005.
