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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution is intending to propose a modification of the openness policy so that draft ETS documents could be made publicly available under certain conditions. This proposal has been agreed by IOP WG.

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes a 2-week review period during which OMA Members are invited to consider the interest to make public a draft ETS document

3 Detailed Proposal

The proposed process is defined as follows :

· Every Thursday at 08.00 am GMT, a 2-week IOP R&A session will be opened.

· After agreement in his SWG, The Chair of the SWG proposing to disclose the draft ETS document SHOULD upload his proposal under this R&A session for IOP approval

· At the end of the IOP R&A session, the results will be mentioned in the IOP Conference Call/f2f meeting minutes.

· If not objections were raised, the status of the draft ETS document become public. If one objection has been made, the draft ETS document remains OMA Confidential.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification.  This obligation does not imply an obligation on Members to conduct IPR searches.  This duty is contained in the Open Mobile Alliance application form to which each Member's attention is drawn.  Members shall submit to the General Manager of Operations of OMA the IPR Statement and the IPR Licensing Declaration.
