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1 Reason for Contribution

The IOP WG has concluded that the User Agent Profile V2.0 enabler release has undergone sufficient IOP efforts and that is technically mature to be published as an Approved Enabler Release.
Revision 1 of this input contribution contains an update of the interoperability test report (with changes compared to the previous revision presented to the TP shown in OMA-IOP_RPT-UAProf-V2_0-20051215-D_ch). This update has been made to address comments raised during the previous TP R&A period during which a company objected to having the enabler release approved, as it disagreed with that the evidence previously provided satisfied the IOP testing requirements necessary for OMA approval. 
2 Summary of Contribution

The Release Planning and Management Committee wishes to have the Technical Plenary approve the UAProf V2.0 Enabler Release as a finally Approved enabler release.

3 Detailed Proposal

The OMA IOP Working Group has in cooperation with the OMA BAC WG completed the final work associated with the OMA User Agent Profile version 2.0 Enabler Release and has reached a point when it wishes to see it becoming an Approved Enabler release.
