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1 Reason for Contribution

The Push version 2.1 enabler release has been considered technically mature to be published as a Candidate Enabler Release.

2 Summary of Contribution

The Release Planning and Management Committee wishes to have the Technical Plenary approve the Push Version 2.1 Enabler Release as a Candidate.

3 Detailed Proposal

OMA BAC has completed its work with the first stages of the Push version 2.1 enabler release and has reached a point when it wishes to see it becoming a Candidate Enabler release.

This enabler has been created under Work Item - 100 - Push Specification Maintenance to create a separate Push version 1.0 baseline enabler release to encompass the following:

a)
Class 0,1 changes previously approved by the affiliate organization (WAP Forum) but not released

b)
Class 2,3 changes agreed by the BAC-Push SWG. 

This is a set of specifications originating from the WAPF with just changes applied to three of the specifications. The remaining specifications are unchanged in content or format. The ERP therefore does not include an RD, RDRR, AD or an ADRR.

This is a special case in that it is not new material (only CRs, which do not usually warrant a Consistency review), but as we are declaring this as a new Enabler Release, process dictates that we should undertake the consistency review. Also for this reason I have proposed a shorter review period, the date also fits the availability of the key participants.

During the course of the consistency review it was also determined that the version number for this enabler release should be changed from V1.0 to V2.1, this to be consistent with other naming of former WAP Forum originating deliverables, e.g. Browsing 2.1 that was the continuation of the Browsing parts that were part of WAP 2.0.
