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1 Reason for Contribution

The process calls for annual renewals of charters for the Work Groups and Committees.  This contribution serves as the request for approval of the charter of the Operations and Process Committee.

2 Summary of Contribution

The proposed charter (OMA-CHARTER-OpsPrcs-20061016-D) is a cut-n-paste copy of the material from the previous charter (OMA-CHARTER-OpsPrcs-20041022-A) with some minor changes to reflect actual operations performed by the committee.  The resulting Charter better addresses the activities of the committee.

The submission includes both a clean copy ("'-D") and a change-bar version ("-D_cb") to assist with awareness of the updated elements.

3 Detailed Proposal

The OpsPrcs committee goals and mission have been cleaned up a bit to better capture the current operations of the committee.  The proposed Charter does not introduce new or unfamiliar activities.  Thus the requested approval serves as a true renewal of the support for the committee's current activities with no mission additions or changes.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

Members and their Affiliates (collectively, "Members") agree to use their reasonable endeavours to inform timely the Open Mobile Alliance of Essential IPR as they become aware that the Essential IPR is related to the prepared or published Specification.  This obligation does not imply an obligation on Members to conduct IPR searches.  This duty is contained in the Open Mobile Alliance application form to which each Member's attention is drawn.  Members shall submit to the General Manager of Operations of OMA the IPR Statement and the IPR Licensing Declaration.  These forms are available from OMA or online at the OMA website at www.openmobilealliance.org.

TP is requested to review and approve the proposed OpsPrcs Charter.  This will permit the Operations and Process Committee to continue its service to the Technical Plenary.
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
