Note that the OMA-WAP-TS-Pictogram-V1_1-20050608-D document is submitted as a draft document. The reason for this is a previous decision taken by OMA that we should not update documents belonging to old WAP Forum releases. The Pictogram specification belonged both to WAP 2.0 and the Browsing Enabler release. As a Change Request was agreed against the Pictogram specification, that therefore lead to that a new OMA document needed to be produced so that the changed specifications could be included in the Browsing releases without updating WAP 2.0. Given that the technical contents of the specification compared to the WAP 2.0 variant is the same except for a class 2 change, there is no need to demote the Browsing enabler to draft and submit it to candidate vote prior to the final approval. The correct way forward in this case is instead to proceed directly to final approval of this document, along with the rest of the release. This exceptional process is only applicable to WAP Forum documents also belonging to OMA releases and that are updated.
