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1 Reason for Contribution

Client Provisioning v1.1 to be declared Historical and removed from the IOP and DM Work Programs.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution outlines why the CP 1.1 specification should be declared Historical and removed from the IOP testing process and also removed from DM maintenance work.
R01 addresses this INP to TP, not DM.
R02 adds in the files to be marked as Historic.
R03 adds in IOP issues.
R04 provides DM's guidance on the CP 1.1 specifications.
3 Detailed Proposal

The CP 1.1 Enabler has been in Candidate stage since April 2005 and has had no completely successful test run. The Interoperability (IOP) testing work on CP 1.1 appears to have ceased and there was no IOP champion assigned to this enabler for two years, although Nokia did volunteer to be CP IOP Champion on February 7, 2008. The last change (CR) applied to CP 1.1 was agreed by OMA DM in September 2006, and applied late in 2007 (no one appeared to have noticed). In summary there has been no work of any kind applied to CP 1.1 in well over a year (one Bilateral test occured in June 2007, with the results to be published by the Trusted Zone on February 27, 2008)
With the Approval of DM 1.2 Enabler, the OMA DM specifications are now in a stable state and the industry can be confident in the functions and features for device management defined by these specifications. OMA DM 1.2 provides a rich set of services in a well defined architecture which can perform all the functions of CP 1.1 – and more. The industry can invest in OMA DM 1.2 knowing these protocols have been tested, are reliable, and fulfil the requirements to which they have been built.
Given the availability of DM 1.2 as an OMA Approved Enabler and the roll out of OMA DM 1.2 in products that are reaching the market today it is clear that CP 1.1 is legacy technology. While CP 1.1 remains embedded in legacy handsets and will remain in the industry for the next few years, there is no need for CP 1.1 to undergo IOP testing or for it to be maintained by the DM working group. Both IOP testing and DM maintenance work incur costs to OMA and absorb valuable resources which, in the case of CP 1.1, could be better applied to current and developing technologies. 
Given the lack of real work applied to CP 1.1 over the last two years, the legacy nature of the technology, and the associated costs of IOP testing and ongoing maintenance work, now is an appropriate time to declare CP 1.1 as “Historical” and remove it from the IOP and DM Work Programs.
Additionally, the DM working group has agreed to move CP 1.1 to Historical status.
CP IOP test issues are fully discussed in OMA-IOP-2008-0036R01. At IOP's request, DM reviewed the CP 1.1 specifications and determined that there are ambiguities regarding mandatory support for smartcard.
