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1 Reason for Contribution

The CMR WI currently is assigned to REQ for RD development. It needs to be transferred to a technical working group for further development (e.g., AD, TS, etc).  
REQ group has discussed the proposal of transfer the work item to the CD WG and agreed to propose it to TP.
This contribution addresses this issue.
2 Summary of Contribution
This contribution provides some analysis and proposes to TP to transfer the work item to the CD WG.
3 Detailed Proposal

CMR enabler aims to present the subscriber customized multimedia resources to an end user which replacing the traditional ring back tone or ringing tone during call establishment. 
The purpose of the CD WG is to write and maintain OMA specifications, and serve as an OMA technical expert group in matters related to content delivery in an OMA environment. One of the main goals of the CD WG is to specify the special content types related to enablers, which are helpful for particular services. 
CMR addresses the preferences management, the resource management, and the presentation control mechanisms on multimedia ringing files. The data stored in CMR are the user’s profile and the multimedia resources.  The most significant component of CMR is presenting the appropriate CMR resource according to CMR presentation rules. The presented multimedia resources could be considered as a special type of content, which is what CD WG is charged to do.
In principle the goals of the CMR enabler seem consistent with the charter of CD WG. If we abstract the role of content management that CD WG has established (with Push, Download, DCD and MobAd), the staging/delivery/personalization of multimedia ringing resources seems to fit the CMR enabler’s main functions, including: Resource Management, Preference Management and Open APIs.
Regarding the CMR enabler’s Presentation Control functions, it also needs to be analyzed in the AD/TS phase. CD WG could specify these functions with another appropriate WG (e.g. MCE). 

Based on the above analysis, CD WG is the most appropriate Technical Working Group to develop the CMR AD and TS. 
4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation
