3 Detailed Proposal

Telefónica is concerned that the TPO proposal for 2010 meetings puts a large overlap with traditional 3GPP meetings times.  Since June 2002 we have successfully avoided an overlap between 3GPP and OMA.  In addition to the overlap in individuals attending both meetings (Telefónica has been told it is 6 people), there is also the ability to have a common understanding which is facilitated by people being able to attend both.  In particular, recent discussions on OSA and OMA DM objects being used within 3GPP shows the need for someone attending 3GPP to be able to explain the OMA position (they can only do that if they are there) and someone attending OMA to be able to explain the 3GPP position (they can only do that if they can attend the 3GPP meetings).

In addition, due to the economic downturn Telefónica thinks it would be better to look at 4 meetings in 2010 and if we did that then the spacing/overlap issue would go away and if additional technical meetings were needed, these could be provided on an as-needed basis, without staff, DSO or a remote portal (except bare minimum needed for meeting support), but these would only need to be planned around 3-4 months before the actual meeting.

 The TPO proposal is:

· Last week January 13 week gap since previous meeting (risk of Chinese New Year overlap)

· Mid April 11 week gap (risk of Easter overlap)

· End June 10 week gap (risk of 3GPP overlap and midsommar overlap)

· Beginning/mid September 10/11 week gap (risk of 3GPP overlap)

· End November/Beginning  December 10/11 week gap (risk of 3GPP overlap)

Telefónica suggests: January-April-July-October.  This is an even spacing one meeting every 3 months.

January meeting to avoid Chinese New Year.  It can be early January.

April meeting to avoid Easter

July meeting to avoid July 4
