2 Proposal

OMA, being a forum that creates technical specifications for the global adoption of multimedia services for the mobile domain and other present and future wire line and wireless network standards supporting the Internet Protocol family, is not directly involved in Femtocells development.
OMA services enablers may be used create and support services in various domains in a manner that is agnostic of the underlying bearers and networks.

· Converged Personal Network Services (see [4])
