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1 Reason for Contribution

Several proposals have been made for an activity involving frameworks, bindings, and APIs/interfaces.  This contribution makes a concrete proposal merging several prior proposals.
2 Detailed Proposal

OMA guidelines already today state that all enablers should define I0 interfaces, i.e., the abstract interfaces that permit reuse of the enabler.  A technical work group (TWG) specifies an enabler by first understanding the components that comprise the enabler and the flows to, from, and within that enabler.   They are the best qualified to define the abstract interfaces of the enabler and its components based on these flows and the components’ functions.  
However, the TWG may not have the detailed protocol expertise to be able to convert these abstract interfaces and flows to specific bindings (e.g., web services, SIP, REST, etc.).   Also, it is important to have consistency of such bindings across the various OMA enablers so that application writers can more easily make use of multiple enablers in the easiest and most efficient ways.

The framework activities requires a different set of skills, emphasizing an overview of how functions are invoked and cooperate in a platform to ensure conformance to SP policies involving security, accounting and charging, registration, call-back or notification operations, discovery, workflow, reuse, management, and service level agreements/measurements/reporting.    These “platform common functions” need to be identified and defined to make the OSE more tangible and usable by SPs, plus fit with OGSA reuse efforts.
We believe that these efforts will be “bursty” – having periods of high activity and periods of no or low activity, so they should be organized as part of an ongoing WG that is long-lived.  Based on these observations, we would like to propose the following reorganization principles:

(1) OMA will charter a SWG to be responsible for defining bindings for interfaces/APIs defined in other WGs.  It would also be responsible for defining binding(s) for the framework identified by the framework SWG (see below).
(2) each WG will consult with this SWG when defining interfaces/APIs during the AD and TS phases for questions of consistency across enablers, starting with a required socialization of the RD before it is formally reviewed
(3) OMA will charter a SWG to define framework(s) as needed for specific bindings, including those common functions which facilitate application use of multiple enablers of an SP platform.  This SWG would identify the functions and illustrate their use via sequences of flow diagrams.
3 Intellectual Property Rights

4 Recommendation

We recommend that the TP reorganization should include these additions to a parent WG (ARC is a possible choice): 

1. a new SWG whose mission is to define the bindings for enabler abstract interfaces, and consult on the definition of such interfaces by technical WGs
2. a new SWG whose mission is to define a framework (necessary functions and flow sequences) to encompass OMA enablers for use by applications
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
