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1 Reason for Contribution

The Release Planning and Management Committee (REL) has helped to construct the revisions to the Client Provisioning (CP) V1.1 ERP to seek final Approval from the Technical Plenary.  The REL involvement was due to exceptional circumstances arising from several factors:

· the relatively older age and lack of current work on the release package
· the level of adoption in the marketplace of the V1.1 Candidate in its current technical form

· the inability to resolve testing issues and complete IOP validation

As a consequence, the CP V1.1 ERP has been modified, in a non-technical manner, to reflect the level of validation that has been achieved but still permit the release to be issued in the form that is both compatible with its V1.0 predecessor (released by WAP Forum) and the version which the market has accepted for use.

These non-technical changes are related to a set of disclaimers which make it clear that certain elements of the package have not completed validation per the IOP Process.  These elements could not be excised from the release without breaking the CP model as operating in the marketplace.
Device Management (DM) WG would like to notify the OMA Technical Plenary that they accept these recent changes and would like to submit the Client Provisioning (CP) V1.1 Enabler Release for final approval to TP.  They would also note that they do not contemplate further work on the CP release as the work has shifted to the Device Management package.
It should also be noted that the Interoperability (IOP) WG has not weighed in on the CP V1.1 ERP in its final format.  It has agreed, in principle, that the disclaimers provided by REL do reflect the level of validation that they were able to reach with the CP V1.1 material and is consistent with their IOP report on their status with the release.

REL would also like to make it clear that the conditions leading to this special release scheme were exceptional and that it does not expect that there are any other releases, currently underway, that warrant similar consideration and exception.  It is further expected that the public release of the CP package will include appropriate marking to make it clear that package includes elements which did not achieve full validation per the IOP process.
2 Summary of Contribution

The CP V1.1 ERP package is composed of the material that underwent IOP validation with non-technical revisions affecting disclaimers and correcting the references.

3 Detailed Proposal

The DM Working Group has completed its final work associated with the CP 1.1 Enabler Release and has reached a point where it wishes to see it become an Approved Enabler Release.

4 Intellectual Property Rights

5 Recommendation

It is recommended that OMA TP approves the CP V1.1 ERP with the disclaimers to properly reflect the status of the validation.  It would further accept that the release is an extreme exception to the expectations of the nature of packages accepted for approval and that this approval does not intend to loosen the release expectations regarding complete release validation per the IOP Process.
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
