3 Detailed Proposal

Basic Features
The Customized Multimedia Ringing, or CMR, is the feature that the callee's terminal, when it is called, plays the media which is specified by the caller instead of the callee-specified ring tone.
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The callee (B) hears the m usic  specified by the caller  (A) , instead  of beep  sound originally the callee  has  set.

CMR Basics 


As the feature name implies, the media that the callee's terminal plays is not limited to music or tones. It is also possible, if the terminal is capable of, that the terminal display shows pictures or video clips. Or even the terminal may tumble depending on the settings. The following figures depict some possibilities.
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The callee (B) sees a picture sent  by the caller (A) on the screen  with the callee - specified ringing  tone.

All in all the important thing to remember is that these settings how the terminal behaves during the alerting phase is set by the caller, not the callee.

Advanced Features
Group treatment (note: this part inspired by doc #0008)
The caller can specify the group where the CMR settings are uniformly applied to all the members (callees). Different groups are treated differently.

The caller (A) sets the group "Business" which includes the callee B, C and D while another group "Friends" includes X, Y and Z. The caller has set "RingingTone=CompanyAdvertizement" in the group "Business" and "RingingTone=LoveMeTender" and "DisplayPicture=LoveHeart" in the group "Friends". The settings are stored somewhere in the network. When the caller calls these people, the ringing, or terminal behaviour, is instructed by the network accordingly.
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If C, a member of  "Business" ,   is called, he/she  hears the  Company Advertisement .

Pre-recording, Real time data
A subscriber (A) is going outdoor. Before he goes out, he sets the CMR feature to the national park office with "RingingTone="My name is Mickey Mouse. Help me, I am currently at %GPS". If and only if he meets life-threatening event, he calls the national park office. the national park office hears, instead of the normal ringing tone, his name and the position obtained by the GPS functionality in the terminal.
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The callee (B) hears the pr e - recorded voice and the real time  data the caller (A) specified during  the ringing phase.

Ad hoc voice transfer
No prior setting. A subscriber (A) is watching TV news and comes to know a big earthquake happened in the ocean. His families are enjoying holiday nearby. He immediately calls them. During the ringing phase, he shouts "Tsunami is coming. Evacuate immediately!" His CMR subscription allows "ad hoc ringing" which means his voice is directly sent and played at the ringing phase.
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  The callee (B) hears the voice the  caller (A) speaks during the  ringing phase.

Considerations

To introduce the service "CMR" and to implement this technically, there are several issues to be considered.
- Callee's preferences: The callees normally set their own preferences on the ringing tones. Ringing tone or vibrating or none. As the CMR is the feature basically to override the callee's preferences by the caller, how to respect or ignore the callee's preferences is the big service issue. Also, can the callee reject this feature?
- Setting methods: As seen above, there are several settings prior to the call. The methods of setting, and changing, the features may be done by the service providers or the caller himself.
- How much impact on the basic call process? Needs liaison with other standardisation fora?
