6.1 Customized Multimedia Ringing Tone for group treatment
6.1.1 Short Description
The caller can specify the group where the Customized Multimedia Ringing Tone settings are uniformly applied to all the members (callees). Different groups are treated differently.

	UserA
	A user who subscribes a multimedia clip as Customized Multimedia Ringing Tone.

	UserB
	A user who is UserA’s business partner.

	UserX
	A user who is UserA’s friend.

	Operator
	The operator servicing UserA, UserB and UserX.

	Content provider
	The content provider providing multimedia clips for the operator, e.g. music clip or video clip or picture.

	Is able to subscribe multimedia clip from the Service Provider and manage his CMRT group.

	UserB, UserX
	Is able to benefit from a multimedia ringing tone delivered by UserA.

	Operator
	Is able to bill UserB and bill the content provider.

	Is able to bill UserB for digital right fee of the clips.


6.1.4 Pre-conditions
· UserA is a registered user of CMR service.

· UserA sets two groups in his CMR service. One group "Business" which includes the callee B, C and D while another group "Friends" includes X, Y and Z. 
· UserA has subscribed several multimedia clips for Customized Multimedia Ringing Tone. He sets "RingingTone=CompanyAdvertizement" in the group "Business" and "RingingTone=LoveMeTender" and "DisplayPicture=LoveHeart" in the group "Friends". 
· The operator provides the CMR service and stores UserA’s settings.
· The content provider provides multimedia clips.
6.1.5 Post-conditions
· UserA calls UserB and UserX respectively. 
6.1.6 Normal Flow
1. UserA calls UserB.
2. The operator receives the call and invokes CMR service.

3. CMR service determines UserB is a member of “Business” group of UserA.
4. UserB hears “CompanyAdvertizement”.
5. Later on, UserA calls UserX.
6. The operator receives the call and invokes CMR service.

7. CMR service determines UserX is a member of “Friends” group of UserA.
8. UserX hears “LoveMeTender” and sees “LoveHeart” on the screen.
