These use cases represent basic, innovative scenarios and particular scenarios, taking advantage of the new range of capacities incorporated to next generation networks and corresponding devices. . Operators would be able to offer users an assorted rich customized multimedia ringing services , available in the short / medium term, in which a promotion of some service or product is being made.
6.X Call-related basic scenarios for CMRT 
6.X.1 Short Description
When a special call-related event happens, a multimedia ringing specified by the caller is received and presented or played by the callee’s terminal instead of its original ring tone. The media type of the ringing could be audio,video,txt,picturer,e-card or their combination.

· The operator provides the CMR service and stores UserA’s settings.
· The content provider provides multimedia clips
· UserA has subscribed the CMR service
· UserA has subscribed  multimedia ringing clips for Customized Multimedia Ringing Tone
· UserA has designated the multimedia ringing clip sent to UserB at a special event, e.g., a business card when UserB is busy, and a video when UserB is free
· UserB has a device which can play CMR.
6.X.6 Post-conditions
· UserA makes UserB experience the different multimedia ringings  in  various call situation 

· UserB enjoys the multimedia ringings UserA set for  him/her.
6.X.7 Normal Flow

1.  UserA initiates a call to UserB.

2. The operator receives the call and the call is  transmitted  to User B
3. The operator invokes CMR service when a specific call event happens ,e.g. UserB is free or busy.
4. CMR service determines which multimedia ringings should be sent to UserB.
5. UserB’s terminal starts to ring or present what it receives instead of the original ring tone stored in the terminal itself.
6. When another  call event happens and the original call event triggered the CMR ends, e.g. UserB accepts the call, the multimedia ringings is stopped.
