6.1.1 Short Description
User can duplicates the CMR being used by other users in many ways.  When User A hopes to duplicate the CMR being used by User B, User A can duplicate them through Web, WAP, dialing of voice access number and etc. And also User A can duplicate the CMR of User B during or after the communication with User B.
6.1.2 Actors
User A: a user who has subscribed CMR Service.

User B: a user who has subscribed CMR Service.

Operator A: the operator providing CMR service to his subscribers.

User B: is able to duplicate the CMR being used by other users in time.

Operator A: is able to charging User A because he/she uses this duplication function CMR service provides. 
6.1.3 Pre-conditions
User A has subscribed the CMR Service.

User B has subscribed the CMR Service.
6.1.4 Post-conditions
The CMR which User A enjoyed in the communication with User B is duplicated into the CMR database belongs to User A.   

6.1.5 Normal Flow
1 User A initiates a call to User B.

2 User A enjoys the CMR very much when User B’s phone is alerting.
3 User A presses the key in her terminal to indicate that he/she wants to duplicate this CMR.
4 The CMR is stored in User A’s CMR database, and User A receives a confirmation informing duplication is successful.
5 User B accepts the call, then the CMR is stopped playing.
6.1.6  Alternative Flow
1 User A initiates a call to User B.

2 User A enjoys the CMR very much when User B’s phone is alerting.
3 User B accepts the call, then the CMR is stopped playing.

4 After User A finishes the conversation with User B, she tries to duplicate that CMR to his/her CMR database via web portal.
5 User A provides the information of the call just happened with User B to portal interface.
6 Portal gives User A a confirmation of successful duplication.
