2 Summary of Contribution

Suggest to keep the current scope to establish a general enabler. 
3 Detailed Proposal

0045 traces the former CMR-related activities in OMA before CMR BoF was created. Things change since then. 

Firstly, no reason for OMA BoF to exclude the CMRBT out of scope when other SDOs include both CMRBT(media played at the calling party) and CMRT (media played at the called party), especially the scope has been set in the BoF creation proposal.
3GPP formally emphasized on CAT(media played at the calling party), but now a new WID for transferring a TISPAN TR for both Customized ring tone and ring back tone to the 3GPP specification(s) was approved in 3GPP. More details of other SDOs’ work status and major content can refer to Chapter 5.2 of OMA-WP-CMR_Framework_Scope_Initiatives-20071013-D ( in the CMR BoF permanent docs ). The activities of TISPAN, 3GPP, ITU are presented.
Secondly, an enabler instead of a service is what OMA prefers to provide. No matter the media is played at the called party or at the calling party, nor it is played in a call establishment or at a message arrival, nor it is customized by the called party or by the calling party, similar behaviors are observed and some common functions can be extracted. It is more reasonable to establish a general enabler to implement these functions than to separate it into several parts as a service provider may do. 
Lastly, OMA cares different aspects with other SDOs. the service research in 3GPP/TISPAN has tightly-coupling relationship with the core network and it focuses on studying the service realization in core control layer. But the specifications of OMA focus on delimiting service capacity and enabling high level of interoperability on service layer. 
For example, CMR BoF presents a use case of Customized Multimedia Ringing for Different Groups. 3GPP CAT service [3GPP TR 22.982] has a similar requirement: 4.10 Interaction with User Profile. The service specific information of the user such as Group Management can be the content of User Profile. Only high level requirement about interaction with User Profile is given in section 5.2, no detail definition about Group Information can be the content of User Profile.  In OMA, the requirements of Group Management will be specified in details and we can  realize Customized Group Multimedia Ringing use case by interaction of CMR with XDM, so that different services (such as CMR, presence) can share the same groups setting in XDM.
In my opinion,  to develop new functions in OMA  does not conflict with keeping accordance with other SDOs’ requirements. We specify CMR in a view of enabler-oriented, we enable high level of interoperability on service layer. 
As stated above, to keep the current scope of CMR BoF may be a judicious choice.
