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1 Reason for Contribution

Users have all sorts of needs for CMR resource, for example, when user chooses one CMR resource because he loves a certain section A of resource most, he feels that section A can represent his personality best,  but also another user may like the section B or C or D most. Obviously for one CMR resource, it is impossible in advance exactly divided into a number of sections as per user’s willing; even it is decomposed into multiple fragments, it is not easy to retrieve for users, and will increase storage of CMR resources.
So in some cases, users are not willing that the CMR resource is always played from the beginning, and wiling to be able to configure the start playing time and end time of one CMR resource so as to choose their favorite section of a resource.

This contribution is to bring random clip of one CMR resource use case to CMR BOF.

2.24 Playing Scenarios

CMR playing scenarios include:

· CMRBT could be played or presented to the originating party during the establishment of a call or the arrival of a message/mail. According to the callee’s configuring informations, the caller can hear or see the different CMRBT in specific time period, or while he/she belongs to specific calling party group.

· CMRT could be played or presented to the terminating party during the establishment of a call or the arrival of a message/mail. According to the caller’s configuring informations, the different CMRT is played or presented on the callee’s terminal in specific time period or in specific position, or while he/she belongs to a specific called party group.

· The relationship between CMRT feature and callee’s preferences on the ringing tones(ringing tone, vibrating or none).

· Certain section of one CMR resource for CMR playing could be pre-configured by users. 
6.2.X  Use case—Random clip of one CMR resource
6.2.X.1        Short Description 
User can choose the exact period of one CMR resource. He/she can pre-configure the start playing time and end playing time of a resource in CMR service, and the clip of a resource between start time and end time will be presented to the other party in the communication possessing CMR service feature.

·  UserB has chosen one of his favorite songs ‘Hotel California’ as his ring back tone for User A, and what he loves most is section  between ‘2.02 second' and ‘3.20 second’ period of the song,  so he has set the start playing time as ‘2.02 second' and end playing time as ‘3.20 second’.
6.2.X.4        Post-conditions
· User A enjoys UserB’s CMRBT: certain period of ‘Hotel California’, and feel very special.
6.2.X.5       Normal Flow
1)  UserA initiates a call to UserB.
2) The operator receives the call and invokes CMRBT service if UserB is free.
3) UserB is alerting and UserA hears UserB’s ring back tone：Certain period of ‘Hotel California’, it is from ‘2.02 second' and ‘3.20 second’ of the song, and is repeated again when it is over.
