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1 Reason for Contribution

The chapter 5.1.1 OMA POC includes "Analysis of the relationship PoC and CMR" But the description there is rather unrealistic.
2 Summary of Contribution

"Analysis of the relationship PoC and CMR" reads;

CMR will be a good function for PoC service as well as any other services. CMR is a common and reusable function for session service. So CMR can be a separate enabler that could be used to build a complicated service combined with other enablers defined in OSE. Surely, PoC will be a related activity of CMR WID if this Work Item can be established and PoC WG will be an affected group. 
PoC has a long history and has been updated from 1 to 2, and then it is being worked in 2.1 now. PoC 2.1 is still on very immature stage, it has already started.

The above analysis sounds quite questionable, if it is read straightforwardly. Does it mean the PoC will use the CMR to realize the similar features? As CMR is not available yet, the PoC must implement the function to realize the said features.

It may be the case that the original author intended to "extract" the function from the PoC to the independent enabler. It is rather understandable and reasonable. If it is the true intention, the above sentence is best re-written to avoid the reader from such misunderstanding.
3 Detailed Proposal

"Analysis of the relationship PoC and CMR" in 5.1.1.

Some parts of CMR features are already included PoC. As CMR can be a common and reusable function for session service, this function can be extracted as "CMR enabler" as a separate enabler that could be used to build a complicated service combined with other enablers defined in OSE. Surely, PoC is a related activity to observe if the CMR Work Item can be established.
